Youth Team Tournament Information - Paint World 2010

All right, it is time for everyone to start thinking about World. Paint World is June 23"™
through July 3. This year, the MJPHC has decided to sponsor youth that wish to
participate in the Youth Team Tournament. The YTT begins on Wednesday, June 23",
from noon until roughly 7:30 pm. The events include Showmanship, Walk-Trot
Pleasure, Horsemanship, Barrel Racing, Hunt Seat Equitation, and the Hippology
competition. In the performance classes a maximum of two members of a team can
participate in any one class. The same contestant may compete in more than one class,
except Walk-Trot. Contestants may show more than one horse in the YTT as long as
ownership requirements are met. Walk-Trot exhibitors must meet the official APHA
rules for the Walk-Trot division. Also, only regular registry paint horses may compete
in the tournament. In the Hippology contest, the team may be composed of up to eight
members who will take the Hippology test as a group. Study materials are included in
the YTT brochure on the AJPHA website. The next day of the YTT is Thursday, June
24™ The YTT event on this day is the knowledge relay. The knowledge relay is an
obstacle course designed to make the teams work together while using horse
knowledge. Teams may consist of up to five members, and are encouraged to have a
walk trotter included. The YTT Parade will be held on Friday, June 25", The
specifications for the parade are also located in the brochure. All entries for the YTT
need to be postmarked by May 1%. | would be interested in participating on the YTT
team if we can get enough people together to make a team.
